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· What is Building Benefits – DC ?

Building Benefits – DC organizes tenants in business buildings in support of improving the 
benefits for service workers in those buildings.   The project focuses on tenants reaching out to 
other tenants in their own building.  

· Why did Building Benefits – DC get launched?


Workers who take out our trash at night, clean our toilets during the day, guard the desk 24-7 

help make our workplaces better.  Too often these workers are without benefits or without 
adequate benefits.  Many are hired only for part time jobs.   

· Who sponsors Building Benefits – DC?

Three organizations have joined together to launch Building Benefits – DC.  The DC Jobs with Justice and the DC Employment Justice Center are both local organizations focused on area workers and the Center for Law and Social Policy is a national organization concerned with the well-being of low income individuals.

· What does Building Benefits – DC  plan to do?

Building tenants can take two kinds of action: the can try and improve policy and practice.  An immediate opportunity is a new policy development -- paid sick days legislation will be before  the City Council in 2007.  Subsequently, actions around the practices of building management will evolve and reflect tenant interest in such issues as improved benefits through better contracting practice, support for worker wage improvements and more.
